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Try These Dutch Oven (DO) Recipes 
By Michelle Shock 

Pecan Pie Cake 
 

1 Cup Chopped Pecans 3/4 Cup Butter, Softened 
2-1/2 Cup Flour or Cake Flour 1 Cup Granulated Sugar 
3/4 Cup Brown Sugar, Packed 1 Tsp Baking Powder 
1 Tsp Salt 1 Tsp Soda 
4 Eggs 3/4 Tsp Cinnamon 
3/4 Tsp Allspice 1/2 Tsp Cloves 
1/2 Tsp Nutmeg 1/2 Cup Buttermilk 
1-16 Oz. Cans of Sweet Potatoes, Drained 
1/2 Cup Whipping Cream 1 Cup Pecan Pieces 
1 Cup Sugar 1/4 Stick Butter 
1 Egg 1 Tsp Vanilla 
 

CRUST: Grease and flour 2-10 inch Dutch Ovens.  In a 
large mixing bowl combine wafer crumbs and chopped 
pecans.  Using a pastry cutter, cut in butter until mixture is 
about the size of small peas.  Divide mixture in half and 
press into greased and floured Dutch Ovens.  
CAKE:  In a large mixing bowl combine flour, sugars, 
baking powder, salt, soda, eggs, spice, buttermilk, butter 
and sweet potatoes until smooth.  Divide in half and put 
over top of crusts in the 2 Dutch Ovens.  Bake at 350 
degrees for 30-40 minutes (until cake tests done).  Cool 
and remove from pan and cool completely. 
FROSTING:  406 cups powdered sugar; 2/3 cup softened 
butter; 6 ounce cream cheese (softened); 2 tsp. vanilla.  
MIX ingredients until light and fluffy.  Spread between 
cake layers and frost cake. 
TOPPING:  Mix cream, sugar and eggs.  Bring to boil.  
Add pecans and butter�bring to a boil again.  Remov e 
from heat and add vanilla. Cool and drizzle over cake. 

Fabulous Macaroni and Cheese 
 

1 lb. elbow macaroni 1/2 stick of butter 
1 small onion, chopped 1 clove garlic, minced 
1/2 Cup Flour 4 Cups Milk 
1 Cup Monterey Jack, Grated 2 Cups Cream 
1/2 Cup Parmesan, Grated 1 Cup Frozen Peas 
1-1/2 Cups Sharp Cheddar, Grated 1 Tbsp Dijon Mustard 
A Dash of Louisiana Hot Sauce Salt & Pepper to Taste 
1 lb. Bacon, Cooked, Drained and Crumbled 
 

Cook the macaroni in plenty of rapidly boiling sated water until done, 
about 10 minutes.  Drain well and set aside.  Melt the butter and sautØ 
the onion and garlic until soft, about 5 minutes.  Whisk in the flour to 
make a roux.  Cook mixture until smooth, about 5 minutes.  Whisk in 
the milk and cream and simmer until the mixture is thick and creamy, 
about 15 minutes.  Add the garlic, mustard, Monterey Jack, Parme-
san, and 1 Cup of Cheddar cheese.  Return to the heat until melted.  
Add a dash of hot sauce and salt and pepper to taste.  Mix the sauce 
with the cooked macaroni and peas and bacon.  Pour this all into a 
buttered 12 inch Dutch Oven and sprinkle the reserved 1/2 cup of 
Cheddar on top and bake at 350 degrees until brown and crusty on 
top.  Approximately 30 minutes. 

Hash Cups 
 

1 Can of Corned Beef Hash 1 Dozen Eggs  
Salt, Pepper, Seasonings  Aluminum Cupcake Wrappers 
 

Remove hash from can and put about 2-3 Tbsp of it in each of the 
cupcake wrappers.  Please hash-filled cupcake wrappers into a 12 
inch Dutch Oven.  Make a depression in the middle of each one.  
Crack an egg into each �hash cup� and season.  Bake  at 350 degree 
until the eggs are completely set.

The following is a list of the most common mistakes or missing information on a National Tour Permit that will 
delay processing: 
 
1. 30 day minimum processing time at the Central Region 

2. Send all initial NTP�s to Julie Petrie at Julie.petrie@scouting.org or fax to 630-983-7703 

3. Registration expiration dates 

4. Signature of tour leader on line beside �Guide to Safe Scouting read�� 

5. Transportation of youth to and from airport, bus station, train station, etc. i.e. parents will transport�  

6. Hazardous Weather training (since this is not on the form, you can just write it in the margin) 

7. Signatures of committee chair, tour leader, AND Scout Executive 

8. If you are e-mailing or faxing additional or missing NTP information to the Central Region, please add a 
cover page and do not include the original NTP (unless of course it was missing a signature) AND reference 
the Unit #, trip date and tour leader 

9. ONLINE NTPs � A complete itinerary is often miss ing.  Only showing a one-way trip�  

10. After council approval of an online NTP, the Central Region can now view the permit.  At that time the Cen-
tral Region also looks at the log to see if anyone has made any entries.  If you enter information into the 
online NTP log (which is helpful!) after the council has approved the NTP, please let us know.  It would take 
far too much time to go back and view every NTPs log everyday looking for the few that have log entries.
