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Try These Dutch Oven Recipes 

One Pot Spaghetti 
12" dutch oven 
 

2 lb lean ground 
beef cooked and 
drained 

2 26-oz jars spaghetti sauce 
2 c. water 
16 oz. uncooked spaghetti noodles 
2 T. oregano 
Chopped onion 
 

Place all ingredients in a seasoned 
12" dutch oven.  Combine, making 
sure noodles are wet.  Place 5 coals 
on bottom and 8 on top of oven.  Stir 

throughout cooking 
time and cook until 
noodles are done, 
about 45 minutes. 

Magic Bars 
12’ dutch oven 
 

Line oven with tin foil and spray lightly 
with Pam, or equivalent. 
 

1 can semi-sweet condensed milk, chocolate flavored 
1 c. butter or margarine, melted 
1 box chocolate graham crackers 
1 bag peanut butter morsels 
2 c. coconut 
2 c. chopped pecans 
 

Take 2 packs out of graham cracker box and crush.  
In a mixing bowl, mix crushed crackers and butter to-
gether.  Spread cracker mixture over bottom of oven.  

Next, layer peanut morsels, coconut, 
and pecans in this order.  Pour can of 
semi-sweet milk over mixture.  Cover 
and cook for about 1 hour.  Place 17 
coals on top, and 8 on the bottom.
