The first column of data shows where we were at the end of April 2008 and the second column shows
our end of April status this year. The third column compares the two years. For instance FOS has
received 17% more in pledges so far this year. AWESOME!

The fourth column indicates where we are budgeted to be at the end of the year and the fifth column
the difference from where we are now to the year end budget. Using FOS as an example again, the
difference between where we want to be at the end of the year, $211,000, and where we are now,
$116,469, is $94,531.

Things to note as the year goes on:
Our camp operation shows a nice surplus now because we are receiving advance payments for

summer camp. Expect to see this go negative in July as we pay for food and camp staff salaries.
The fewer Scouts in camp, the more negative this number becomes.

The bottom line shows we were over budget by $26,266 at the end of April. This number will
progressively get worse through most of the rest of the year since we won t get the revenue from
our largest fund raising activity, popcorn and magazine sales, until December.

Its too late in December to make any substantial change to our spending. That is why it is so

very important for the popcorn and magazine sales to go well. We don t have much cushion. We
are budgeting to be only $3,172 to the good at the end of the year.
