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Try These Dutch Oven (DO) Recipes

Dutch Oven Red Potatoes

10-12 medium red potatoes
1t. olive oll

1 large clove garlic, crushed
Salt and pepper to taste

3 c. water or beef broth
Dash cayenne

Scrub potatoes, cut into
sixths. Mix olive oil and gar-
lic in a Dutch Oven. Arrange
potatoes in a single layer.
Sprinkle with salt and pep-
per. Pour broth (or water)
over potatoes. Place over
hot coals and bring to a boil,
move to medium coals and
cook until all the broth is
gone and potatoes are
brown, about 30 minutes.
Turn potatoes and brown
other side. Sprinkle with

cayenne and serve.

Quick Macaroni Casserole

2 TBS. Butter, margarine, or oil
1/4 cup chopped onion

1/4 cup chopped pepper

1/2 pound ground beef

1 can chicken gumbo soup

1 can cream of chicken soup
3/4to 1 1/4 cups water

1 tsp. salt

1/8 tsp. pepper

2 cups uncooked macaroni

Melt butter in 10 inch Dutch oven. Saut@ onion
and pepper. Add ground beef, brown and cook
until meat is done. Add soups, salt, pepper, wa-
ter. Stir in macaroni. Cook 20 to 30 minutes until
macaroni is tender.

If liquid thickens too much, add water. Stir to keep
from burning.

Use most of the heat on the bottom to cook onions
and meat. Then 8 coals on bottom, 6 to 8 on top.

Cream Cheese Pound Cake

1%o cups butter

8 ounces cream cheese
3 cups sugar

6 eggs, beaten

3 cups cake flour

1 teaspoon vanilla extract

Melt cream cheese and but-
ter. Add sugar and mix well.
Add eggs and flour, mixing
well. Blend in vanilla. Heavily
spray inside of 12" Dutch
oven with cooking spray.
Pour batter into oven. Bake
with approximately 9 coals on
bottom and 15 coals on top
for approximately 1 hour.
Check for doneness. Turn out
on lid of oven. May be topped
with strawberries and
whipped cream or drizzled
with boiled chocolate icing.
